You will have a job and
will work for at least 16
hours per week.

How to find an apprenticeship

An apprenticeship is a real
job.

You will need to apply to
the employer. This is
usually online.

You can use the internet
to find apprenticeship job
vacancies.



Apprenticeship applications

Some employers might
ask for a CV.

CV stands for Curriculum
Vitae and it is a document
that summarises your
qualifications and
experience.

Most employers will use
an application form.



The recruitment process

There will possibly be
other people that will also
apply for the same
vacancy.

The employer will
consider who they want
to take through to next
stage. This is called
‘shortlisting’.

Jobs will have a date
when you must apply by.
This is called a ‘closing
date’.



Interviews and job offers

An interview is a
discussion with the
employer. They will ask
you questions and you
can also ask them
questions.

Once you have applied,
you may be invited to an
interview. This could be
online, but is usually at
the workplace.

At the end of the
recruitment process, if
the employer selects you
they will make you a job
offer.



Top tips to remember

It might take a while to
find the right
apprenticeship job for
you, and you might need
to apply for lots of
vacancies.

You can apply for more
than one vacancy at a
time.

If you need help, your
school, college or the
National Careers Service
will be able to support
you.
