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How are they
assessed?

The apprentice will be
observed, hold
discussions and

complete written
work for the training
provider who will
grade the work. At the
end of the
apprenticeship, the
apprentice will be
required to complete
an End Point
Assessment.

T Level students will
be assessed through
exams and an
employer set project
related to the subject
they are studying. The
project will be set by
the awarding
organisation.
Students will then
gain a nationally
recognised certificate
which will show their
overall grade and a
breakdown of what
they achieved.

HTQs are normally
assessed through
assignments, projects
and practical tasks
throughout the
course, but exact
details on assessment
will vary depending
on the course.

How are they
graded?
